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In the Classroom 
Learning Without Walls  
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grade students are learning 
reading and writing skills by 
connecting with 
students from 
around the world 
using ePals and 
Skype.  ePals is the 
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global community 
of connected class-
rooms.  Using ePals, teachers 
register to locate other class-
rooms around the world that 
have similar interests.  Char-
lene registered for ePals and 
found most of their friends by 
posting messages in the forum 
looking for specific topics.   She 
posted looking for other coun-
tries who wanted to share their 
holiday and cultural tradi-
tions.   She also got a couple 
from looking at other people's 
profiles.  They have communi-
cated through email with the 
following countries; New Zea-
land, Ireland, Sierra Leone Af-
rica,  Serbia,  and South Ko-
rea.  Students had individual 
pen pals that they wrote to in 
New Zealand until they got out 
for their summer break in No-
vember.   They wrote letters on 
paper, Charlene scanned the 
letters, and emailed them to 
the New Zealand teacher.   The 
main objectives with the New 
Zealand friends was to learn 
about another culture, and to 
practice  letter writing skills.  
The other countries they com-
municated with mostly during 
the 2nd quarter.   The objec-
tives  they were learning about 
were other cultures, particu-

Students emailed the other 
classes about how the students 
celebrate US holidays (mostly 
Christmas and Thanksgiv-
ing).  They emailed the class 

the same.  Pictures 
were sent of  the new 
friends.  The pictures 
were of traditional 
clothing, traditional 
foods they eat, their 
classrooms,
