d. Trussville City Schools are tax exempt under State and Federal law.  Bids will not 
include State Sales Tax, Federal Excise Taxes or any other fee. 

e. Records showing successful bidder(s) and prices quoted will be placed on file and 
may be examined upon request. If the contract is awarded to someone other than 
lowest bidder, a note of explanation will appear in the bid file. 

f. Use of trade names and numbers shall be interpreted as establishing a standard of 
quality and shall not be construed as limiting competition. 

g. Any necessary amendments to this Bid will be posted on our web page at 
www.trussvillecityschools.com.  While the Trussville City Schools will make an 
effort to communicate all amendments, monitoring the web page for amendments 
will be considered the vendors responsibility.
