How to Calculate Your Childôs Grade 

 In calculating semester and yearly averages in a course, each semester grade is 

calculated the same way.  Each nine-weeks grading period is worth 40%, and the semester 

exam is worth 20%.  To calculate the yearly average, the two semester grades are 

averaged together.   The yearly average is used in calculating your child’s GPA
