 Recently I was hand-delivered a letter from the Department of Health and told that 
we were one of 19 schools of the 174 public schools in the Jefferson County area to receive 
an award ÃÁÌÌÅÄ Ȱ4ÈÅ (ÅÁÌÔÈ /ÆÆÉÃÅÒȭÓ (ÅÁÌÔÈÙ 3ÃÈÏÏÌ 3ÅÁÌ ÏÆ !ÐÐÒÏÖÁÌ.ȱ  To become a 
recipient of this award, a school must have achieved excellence in the following areas: 
 

1. Lunchroom inspection scores ɀ a score of 97 or above on all three inspections in 
the calendar year of 2007 

2. Sanitation inspection score ɀ a score of two or less deficiencies at the last 
inspection with no high priority points based on the Environmental Protection 
Agency Healthy Seat criteria. 

3. Immunization survey of 97 or greater on last survey audit.

If you have a child who is a visual learner, here are some strategies that you can share 
with him or her! 

 Take notes while listening to lectures.  

 Use color-coded highlighting 

 Use graph paper to create charts and diagrams that demonstrate key points. 

 Actively review any photographs or diagrams in your textbook. 

 Use visual metaphors to associate information. 

 Write explanations down. 

 Make and use flashcards for studying.  The act of writing the cards and viewing them will increase 
comprehension.
