February 4:    Course Description Books and Course Selection Cards given to students 
February 5:    Curriculum Night (Bring Course Description Books to meeting) 
February 12:    Cards due to 1st period teachers 
February 12 ς March 30: Students can make as many changes as they want without a fee 
March 31 ς April 11:   Students can make as many changes as they want - each one with a $25 fee

PSAT Parent Information Night 

 The PSAT is a Pre-SAT test that also is used to qualify students for National 

Merit Scholarships. In October, every sophomore took the PSAT, which is composed of 

three sections: Mathematics, Critical Reading, and Writing.  We had a great turnout at the 

PSAT Information Meeting on January 15th. We had over 100 students represented at the 

meeting, which is about one-third of the sophomore class.  The meeting was led by Cheryl 

Kuyk, our Assistant Principal of Curriculum.  Mrs. Kuyk also prepared a voice-over to her 

PowerPoint presentation, which can be heard and viewed on our school website:
