During the 
spring of 2006, our students scored at the 72nd percentile (72.33), and during the 
spring of 2007, our students scored at the 72nd percentile (72.66).  We are very 
proud of the results.

During the spring of 2007, Trussville City Schools’ officials were notified by the 
State Department of Education (SDE) that Hewitt-Trussville High School would 
not make AYP because of its Graduation Rate for the Class of 2006. However, 
on August 6, 2007, the State Department of Education reported that Hewitt-
Trussville High School met or exceeded AYP standards in all academic 
areas and that its Graduation Rate would be reported as 89.73% (rounded 
up to 90%).  Regardless of the final graduation rate for Hewitt-Trussville High 
School, Trussville City Schools is committed to improving the Graduation Rate 
because we believe that each student should be given every opportunity to 
achieve to his/her fullest potential. Therefore, TCS will continue to pursue the 
following:  

 Continue to address the drop out rate as a kindergarten through twelfth 
grade issue.  TCS will also provide extensive intervention to struggling 
students in the early grades and throughout their school experience.  

 Continue to focus on providing high quality and intellectually rich school 
work so that learning is relevant and students can apply what they have 
learned to new situations.  



 Continue to utilize the two Academic Support Teachers at Hewitt-
Trussville Middle School and Hewitt-Trussville High School to work with 
students who are at- risk of dropping out of school due to low grades, 
absenteeism, and other high-risk characteristics.  In addition, TCS has 
applied for a grant for additional staffing to support the work of academic 
support for students at-risk of dropping out or failing to pass all sections of 
the Alabama High School Graduation Exam. 

 Continue to implement online courses for students to recover high school 
credits and receive additional academic support.  

 Increase our course offerings for students who do not plan on attending or 
graduating from college, as well as adding more advanced placement 
courses for students planning to pursue a four- year degree.  

 Continue to explore and implement Academies at Hewitt-Trussville High 
School.  HTHS is implementing a Pre-Engineering Academy this fall, and 
beginning to lay the groundwork for the Allied Science Academy and the 
Technology Academy.
