Teachers Receive Science Training

As part of our ongoing emphasis on our
science, curriculum, Paine teachers
received science training during all day
workshops at the Birmingham Botani-
cal Gardens on August 29-31. Third
grade teachers learned about teaching
the human body; fourth grade teachers
studied sound; and fifth grade teachers
learned how to best teach ecosystems.
Along with this training, Trussville
City Schools provides science modules,
complete kits that have the manuals
and materials for teaching the curricu-
lum. Each grade level has four com-

plete modules, and the teachers have
received training on three of the four.
Training for the fourth module will
take place in November.

In addition to the modules, which
provide hands on experiences, sci-
ence textbooks are used as an addi-
tional resource for science informa-
tion. A new science lab at PI, com-
plete with microscopes and other
equipment, provides a setting for
scientific activities. A new computer
lab provides internet access for
whole classes when doing research.
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Students Recognized for Outstanding Citizenship
Each month, teachers choose students who have shown exemplary behavior and character to
be “Student of the Month.” A letter is given to each student explaining why the teacher chose
that student, along with a ribbon and pencil.
