Trussville City Schools and 

Trussville Police, in their con-

tinuing effort to keep students, 

parents, and teachers safe, will 

no longer allow vehicles other 

than teachers,  school buses, and 

day care vans to enter the middle 

entrance of the Paine Campus 

during morning arrival.  All pri-

vately owned vehicles, other 

than those of Paine teachers  and 

staff  who are parking in the 

front parking lot, must drop off 

students in the back.  A Truss-

ville Police Officer will check the 

identification of all drivers each 

morning.  After 8:15 AM, parents 

may enter the front drive.  Par-

ents  should  escort their chil-

dren into the building and sign 

them in.   

Parents who have items for 

teachers may leave those items 

with the teacher who has car line 

duty or with the safety patrollers. 

Appointments with teachers 

should be scheduled after 8:15 

AM.   

Substitute teachers will be given 

special passes for identifica-

tion.  Parents who arrive early 

for field trips may park on the 

playing field beside Paine Pri-

Trussville police officers would 

also like to remind all parents to 

comply with the 2006 Alabama 

Child Restraint Law.  The law 

states that the following :  

1. Until at least 1 year or 20 

pounds, children should be 

in a rear facing infant or rear 

facing convertible eat. 

2.  Until at least 5 years or40 

pounds, children should be 

in a convertible, forward 

facing seat. 

3. Until age 6 children should 

be in a booster seat.   

There is a $25 fine for not com-

plying with this law.   

The officers directing traffic 

daily see  children in cars enter-

ing and exiting our campus who 

are not properly restrained.    

For the safely of your children, 

please adhere to the law!

Reading Connection 
Experienced readers ask themselves questions like Who? What? When? 
and Why? as they read.  Finding the answers helps the reader understand 
the story.  Asking these same questions before and after reading with your 
child will help to increase his comprehension of the story.   
 
When reading a new book with your child, take the time to look at the cover 
and read the title aloud.  Ask your child what he  already knows about the 
book based on the pictures and title.  Have your child think of questions 
that he might have about the book.  When you finish reading the story 
aloud, take time to ask if he learned what he wanted to know and if he 
learned some new things.
